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The Main batholith belt extends for about 800 km along the boundary between the Kolyma-Omolon superterrane and the North Asian craton. In spite of its being one of the major intrusive belts of the world, prior to last year there were no zircon U / Pb determinations of the age of crystallization of its batholiths (Akinin et al., 2006).
